Taxation Issues Committee and reauthorized its work in continuing to develop and strengthen state and
tribal partnerships; and

WHEREAS, on First Nations Day and throughout Native American Heritage Month, we reflect on the
significance of the U.S. Constitution and all it represents — justice, equality and the preservation of liberty for
all Americans; and

WHEREAS, North Dakotans are encouru?ed to strengthen the long-standing cooperative relationships
formed among tribal nations and the State of North Dakota and to support the continued fostering of these
important partnerships as we work toward a shared future of growth and success.
